1.2 THE POTICY AND THE PRINCIPI.ES OF THE B!LI.

Most morkets in Ugondo were estoblished between the lote 1950s ond eorly
l96Os under the Mqrket Act Cop 94 of 1942. Overtime. the copocities of
these morkets hove been overtoken by the increosing urbon populotion
growth ond the tremendous increose in the number of morket vendors in oll
urbon morkets.

Aport from the newly constructed morkets in some Municipolities, most
Morket lnfrostructures ore dilopidoted ond connot sustoin o comfortoble
working environment leoding to the development of illegol Morkets in rood
reserves. roodsides ond open public spoces

Most of the morkets todoy hove smoll Mqrket Troder Associotions orgonized
cording to commodity lines for purposes of engoging the Locol

,12 Governments to offer them better services ond to creote on enobling
nvironment for them to operote; however, the interfoce between these

Morket Associotions ond the Locol Governments in monoging the morket hos
een eosy. This poses o stroin on Locol Governments
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Under the Kompolo Copitol City Act, 2010 Kompolo Copitol City Authority
(KCCA) is mondoted to estoblish Morkets within the Copitol City ond devolve
the odministrotion of Morkets to Division Urbon Councils; Yet the Locol
Governments Act, Cop. 243, provides for Locol Governments to estoblish ond
odminister morkets in their respective oreqs of lurisdictions. Given thot the
Copitol City hos o seporote Ministry responsible for its offoirs different from
thot of Locol Governments, there is need to streomline ond hormonize the
implementotion of Morkets by the two Ministries ond enhonces coordinotion.
The Bill seeks to oddress the odministrotive uniqueness of Kompolo Copitol
City Authority to focilitote colloborotion between the Ministry of Locol
Governments qnd the Ministry for Kompolo Copitol City Authority.

I.3DEFECTS tN THE ExtsTtNG tAW !(tirtll - i
The current Morkets Act presents the following defects: 1

o) The Act does not provide o cleor definition of o Morket;
b) The current Morkets Act puts restrictions on Privote individuols,

Componies ond Associotions from owning or estoblishing morkets.
c) The Act does not oddress the current needs of Morket Development,

Monogement ond Administrotion thot hove evolved overtime.
d) The Act does not coter for the significont impoct of Urbonizotion ond

Populotion Growth on the Morkets in the decodes thot followed
independence, with the number of Vendors increosing significontly.
Such growth hos ploced increosed pressure on internol systems of
Governonce in Morkets.

e) There is no provision for cleor Regulotion of Revenue Collection ond
Administrotion; ond with no requirement for registrotion of vendors to
eose revenue collection.

f) The Act prohibits ony other Person or Authority other thon the District
Administrotion, o Municipol Council ond o Town Council within their
jurisdictions from estoblishing ond mointoining o Morket.

The Bill further
restricts the Minister to the Minister responsible for Locol Government ond not
toking into the foct thot some morkets ore in Kompolo Copitol City Authority.
Ihe Commiffee fherefore recommends the definition of lhe "Minfsfer" should
include fhe Minisfer responsible for Kompolo Copitol Cily where opplicoble.

3.2 Clouse 4: Estoblishment of public morkels ' L

City Act 2010, the mondote to estoblish public morkets lies with the
respective locol governments within their oreos of jurisdiction. The Committee
observed thot clouse 4 seeks to ougment thot. ln oddition, the clouse
stipulotes the procedure ond processes for estoblishing public morkets to
ensure clority.
ln order to oddress the controversies thot surround lond ownership where
morkets ore estoblished, clouse 4(2) seeks to require locol government
councils to resolve issues reloting to lond ownership ond other lond user rights,
omong other requirements, before o council resolution is mode to estoblish
morkets.

3.3 Clouse 6 Estoblishment of the privote morkets
Clouse 6 seeks to regulote the estoblishment of privote morkets ond the
opplicotion procedures, stipuloting the opplicotion reloted timelines ond
oppeol mechonisms. The Committee observed thot Privote morkets hove not
been reguloted before ond this clouse provides for regulotion. The

Committee further observed ovoilobility of lond ovoilobility is importont ond
should form port of the porticulors when opplying to estoblish privote morkets.
The Committee olso noted thot clouse 6 (5) provide for oppeol to the Minister
in cose of refusol to estoblish o privote morket. The Committee observed thot
this provision denies the oppliconts the rule of noturol justice. Where the
opplicont is o legol person, there is need of proof thot thot compony is

registered in Ugondo.
The Committee sholl propose on qmendment of the Committee stoge to

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Ihe Commiffee recommends
o) There is need for o provision of lond ovoilobilily os o condition tor

3.4 New Clouse 7 Gozettemenl of Morkets
The Committee noted thot once o morket hod been licensed, there is need
to inform the generol public of the existence of the morket.
The Committee sholl propose on omendment of the Committee stoge to
insert the new clouse Z to coter for gozettement of mqrkets.

3.5 Ctouse 8: Conditions of Gront of licence
Clouse 8 highlights the prerequisites for sociol protection which ore occess to
the morket by persons with disobilities, boby core ond nursing centres,
seporote toilets for men, women ond persons with Disobilities. The Committee
observed thot the conditions exclude porking oreos for motor vehicles.
The Committee sholl propose on omendment of lhe Committee stoge to insert o
sub-section "porking oreos' os o condition for gront of license.
Ihe Commiffee recommends lhof morkefs should hove porking oreos for
molor vehicles os o condition for gronling license.

3.6 Clouse 9 Gront of license
Clouse 9 (3) provides for odministrotive outhority refusol to gront license. The

Committee observed thot the 2l doys given for the written explonotion is not
sufficient to give o written explonotion. The Committee sholl propose on
omendment of the committee stoge to increose the number of doys to 30

doys.
Ihe Commt'ffee recommends 30 doys lo give the outhority sufficienf fime fo
give reosons for refusol.

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3.7 Clouse I I Suspension ond revocolion of o license
Clouse I I provides for the Suspension ond revocotion of o license. The

Committee observed thot Ninety doys ore too long period for the
odministrotive outhority to woit before toking o decision when there is o
breoch of the conditions upon which the morket wos licensed.
The Committee sholl propose on omendment of the committee stoge to
reduce mber of doys from ?0 doys to 60 doys ,zl
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3.8 Clouse l6 Register of Morkets
Clouses l6 requires o register of oll morkets to be kept ond mointoined for the
purpose of troceobility, eose odministrotion ond revenue collection. The

Committee observed thot the provision excludes locotion of the morket.
The Committee sholl propose on omendment of the committee stoge to
provide for locotion for eose of odministrotion of morkets.

3.9 Clouse l7 Register of Vendors
Clouses I 7 requires o register of oll vendors within morkets to be kept ond
mointoined for the purpose of troceobility, eose odministrotion ond revenue
collection. The Commiltee observed thot sub clouse (3) does not require the
vendor to indicote the Notionol ldentificotion Number (NlN) ond work permits
for non-Ugondons which is the current proctice.
Committee sholl propose on qmendment of the committee stoge to include
vendor's ollocotion number. Notionol ldentificotion Number (NlN) for vendors
ond work permits for non-Ugondons

3.10 Clouse l9 Morket Monogement Committee
Clouses l9 of the bill deol with monogement odministrotion of morkets. This

port is intended to cleorly provide for the involvement of vendors in the
monogement of the qffoirs of morkets os key stokeholders. The Committee
observed thot this provision promotes hormonious relotions ond informotion
flow between morket proprietors ond vendors. The committee noted thot the
provision does not provide for remunerotions of the members of the
Committee ond the regulotion of the election of the Committee members.
Committee sholl propose on omendment qt the committee stoge to insert
provision for remunerotions of the Committee members ond the regulotion of
the election of the Committee members.

3.1I Clouse 20 Composilion of the Commiltee

Clouse 20 Composition of the Committee provides for different person sitting
on the Committee. The Committee observed thot key ingredient thot
guorontees proper development is sofety. When people know they ore sofe,
ond the some opplies io their properties, it becomes eosier to focus on
innovotion rother thon worrying ond focusing oll their resources on protecting
whot they hove. With security. o morket con be certoin thot its development
is secured oncl provide comfortoble living for oll vendors.
Ihe C recommends fhe Secrefory of Defence be port of the

3.12 Clquse 25 Meetings of the Committee
Clouse 25 (2) provides the choirperson of the Committee sholl give o one
doy's notice for oll the meeting to oll members. The Committee observed
thot this is too short to coll o meeting ond therefore recommends the doys be
increose to seven doys.

The Committee the noted some individuol ocquired mony shops,
pitches or stolls ond ore subletting of o higher fee. Also noted the current
process of ollocotion is morred with lock of tronsporency ond personol
conflict by technicol people in the locol outhorities. This tendency not only
mokes business expensive, but olso mokes people shun the morket premises.

Clouse 29 further does not stipulote the process of the ocquisition of shops,
pitches or stolls in o public morket. The Committee further observed thqt the
provision did not provide the composition of the Committee ond therefore
recommends the composition of the committee os follows;
